Forgiveness is the heart of our relationship with God. During Lent, on Sundays at
Trinity, Garden City, we will be looking intently at six different facets of God’s
forgiveness and how it is connected to us in our daily life. Forgiveness can be complex at
times and yet it is a great comfort which flows to us from the cross of Christ.

We will be looking at the passion account of our Lord in order to investigate these vices
and how they reveal themselves in our daily lives. Through these examples we will learn
how to fear, love and trust in God above all things so that our hearts may be torn away
from these idolatrous vices and begin to pursue holy habits.

Music News

The season of Lent begins this way in many of the parishes of The Lutheran Church—Missouri Synod,
and we Lutherans seem to love it. The black vestments of Ash Wednesday and Good Friday, the quiet,
meditative Lenten services, murmured conversations about what we “gave up” for Lent and why.

Lenten practices like these sometimes confuse visitors and friends. They ask questions like, “Why do
you Lutherans sing sad music? Isn’t worship always supposed to be joyful? It seems like you love to
make yourselves feel bad!”

Our answers usually run like this: “Lent is a time of repentance for our sins. We're being somber
because we are supposed to be sad over our sins.”

It’s true. Lent is a season reflection, of confession, of repentance. It is a somber season of sorrow over
our sins.

In Psalm 32, David wrote of the weight of his unconfessed sins: “For when I kept silent, my bones
wasted away through my groaning all day long” (Ps. 32:3 ESV). Our sins tear us away from a
relationship with the Creator of life—our true Life itself, and that should bring sober reflection.
